1) Connect the pulley to an anchor point using a suitable
connector through the main attachment hole.

2) To open - press the unlocking button and rotate the
moving side plate. Press the unlocking button a second
time to fully open the side plate.

3) Load the rope fully around the wheel

4) To close - rotate the side plate back fully until the
button clicks locked.

Make sure the side plates are fully locked to prevent the
risk of accidental opening
